CADDIES

Caddies are subject to availability. Requests should be made at the time of booking or no later than 14 days

prior to the day of play. Caddie fees are to be paid in cash (AUD) directly to the caddie on the day

• Single Caddie: $170 (plus tips) 

• Forecaddie: $250 (plus tips)

GOLF CARTS

Kingston Heath is a walking golf course, with golf carts only available for use if you can provide a copy of a

medical certificate. We have a very limited fleet available at a cost of $50 per cart

HIRE CLUBS

A range of premium hire sets are available for visitors, at a cost of $70 per set. Please book in

advance to avoid any disappointment

CANCELLATION POLICY

In the case of a cancellation, the following policy applies:

• If advised at least 1 week prior to the day, a full refund will be provided

BUNKERS

Please rake and leave rake in the base of the bunker, facing the direction of play

DIVOTS

Please fill divots with sand. The sand is located at the starter hut and around the course

TEES OF THE DAY

Speak to our Golf Operations Staff on the day. We can inform you of the options on the day

DISTANCE MARKERS 

Situated on sprinkler heads and are in metres to the front of the green

PULL BUGGIES

Pull buggies are complimentary. Buggies must be kept off all putting surfaces. Please do not walk them in between

OUR DRESS CODE

Acceptable Dress 

Smart casual golf attire in all areas of the course and clubhouse

Collared Shirts (It is a requirement that men’s shirts are tucked in)

Tailored skirts, shorts and pants

Short socks, provided they are golf specific and predominantly white and must always be

worn with shorts

Regulation golf shoes are the only form of footwear accepted. Non-metal spikes are

compulsory

Metal spikes are prohibited

Unacceptable Dress

Denim (blue, black or moleskins)

Black socks

Cargo, sports shorts or tracksuit pants

Any garments carrying overt advertising slogans

Sandals and open footwear for men or loafers without socks

Golf caps with the peak not facing forward

THE FURROWS - LOCAL RULES

T  ee it up between the wheelbarrows & the fork

H  owever, if using a putter & not taking a divot, start from wherever is easiest

E  itherscore, or dont. totally up to you

F  eel free to throw it out of the bunkers, just remember...

U  se the rakes to smooth your footprints

R  epair your pitchmarks to keep the greens smooth

R  esting on a sleeper? Take a free drop

O  ut of bounds is to the east & west, keep an eye out for the white stakes with black tops

W  heelbarrows on the tee are full of sand for you to use to fill your divots

S   miles on faces are the goal. the only furrows we like are in the field, not on anyones brows

The Furrows is a relaxed and fun 9-hole short course, with holes roughly around 100m in length

The Furrows can be a great option if you would like to add something to your booking 

and make a whole day out of it!

It takes roughly 1 – 1 ½ hours to play, depending on how many other players are out there

It is approximately a 5-minute walk down to The Furrows from the clubhouse
